About halfway through the class period, I heard a small click come from the speakers that were
located on the ceiling of every classroom.

It tumed out to be Principal
Sharosky. His voice was shaky, as he concisely explained that the Eighth Grade field trip had been
cancelled duc to “unforeseen circumstances.” As my classmates and 1 began to groan and complain, the
telephone rang. 1 watched my teacher's expression go from puzzled to horrified. I was tempted to ask her
to explain what was going on, but figured I would come to know in my own time.

I was right, instead of going back to homeroom after lunch as usual, the entire Eighth Grade class
gathered in the auditorium.
